How do | apply?
Completion of a one-page application is re-

quired. Applications are available from
www.hyattsville.org/retrofits or visit the
City’s offices at 4310 Gallatin Street.

What happens if | am accepted?
The first step is an energy assessment. The

assessment is at no cost to the homeowner,
and there is no obligation to continue with
the program after the assessment. Partici-
pants will be asked to complete a short
guestionnaire describing concerns with com-
fort or efficiency in their homes. An energy
assessment will be scheduled and conducted
by the City’s energy assessment partner.

What do | do with my report?
Residents who participate in the energy as-

sessment will be eligible to participate in the
energy efficiency retrofit phase of this pro-
gram and receive up to $5,000 in grants or
no-interest loans to pay for the cost of the
retrofits.

Homeowners must use one of the City ap-
proved Qualified General Contractors to re-
ceive a loan.

Homeowners may prioritize their energy
improvements; however when awarding
funding, the City will prioritize health and
safety impacts as identified in the assess-
ment.
