GUIDELINES
· Vendors must come from the local area, which means that all produce or products sold must 

originate from a farm or commercially licensed kitchen existing within a 250-mile radius of the 

City of Hyattsville.

· Vendors must be producer-only. All products sold at the market must be grown or produced by 

the Vendor. Vendors must provide all applicable paperwork, including insurance and inspection certificates, to the market manager.

· All Vendors in the HFM must participate in each weekly market session for the duration of the Market and miss no more than 2 markets during the season. Market sessions will be held Tuesdays 3-7pm, from June 7 through and including September 27, 2016.  Vendors should arrive as early at 2:00 pm for set up, be ready to sell no later than 3:00 pm, and stay for the duration of the market.
· Vendors must report each week’s market sales, FMNP, FVC, SNAP, and WIC data to the market manager via email at epreston@hyattsville.org as soon as possible after each market but no later than close of business on the following Friday.

· Vendors are asked to inform the market manager in person or via e-mail by each Tuesday what new 

food varieties they plan to offer, will no longer offer, or plan to offer at discounted prices the following week. The market manager can use this information in advertisements and to promote the market.                                         

· Vendors must display a sign identifying the name and location of their farm/company, as well as prices for all products

Each Vendor will be assigned a space for the duration of their participation with the market. Vendors will be able to sell from their vehicles. Tents or canopies may be used and must be adequately secured for safety and to avoid injury or damage to property and/or patrons. Vendors are required to make immediate safety changes when directed to do so by the market manager/City of Hyattsville. 

· Vendors must comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and health and safety 

requirements and with applicable City policies, procedures and directives.   Additionally, each vendor must obtain and provide the market manager with all applicable federal, state, and/or local licenses, permits and certifications required for its Market activities.  This includes the fire retardant tent certification (NFPA701 Cert) and have weights for all legs of your tent every market day.
· Vendors must provide copies of all such federal, state, and local licenses, permits and 

certifications, including business licenses, before the Market opens for the season. In addition, 

certificates must be provided with the Market application as follows: 

o Bakers must provide certificates for an approved baking facility. 

o Cheese makers who make cheese and other value-added products from milk that is 

purchased from regional dairy farms must provide certificates for cheese making facility. 

o Meat producers who primarily operate a food processing facility that processes meat 

raised by local farmers must provide state and federal (USDA) certificates for their 

processing facility

· The applicant agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the City of Hyattsville, staff, and Redeemer Lutheran for any and all liabilities, losses, claims, damages, and expenses to the property and personal injury arising from or out of the installation, set-up, operation, dismantling, and/or removal of materials if caused in whole or in part by the act or omission of the vendor, its agents, contractors, or employees.
