Based on visual judgment, indicate the condition of the bicycle parking.



Provide any additional details about the surrounding area that may be relevant to be known. For example,
if the location is in a public park near a playground, write that down. If the surrounding area is near a busy
shopping center, write that down.

Image of Bicycle Parking Location

Provide between two and four images of the bicycle parking spaces (at least one close proximity, at least
one of the parking spaces and the surrounding area).

For the close proximity photo, it should be the closest representation that provides a full view of each
space as possible.

For the spaces and surroundings, provide a view that is far enough to both clearly see each bicycle parking
space while also taking in a representation of the surrounding area.



You can either select images already taken with your device and upload them that way or you can take
photos within the survey. To select images, click the part of the form that asks you to select image. To
take a photo within the survey, click on the camera icon next to the select image button.

Other Bicycle Infrastructure

If there are any other forms of bicycle infrastructure that immediately surround the area near the bicycle
parking location, indicate it by selecting one of these items listed. If none of the listed items apply but
there is something you would like to indicate, select
